IN RE: SB733 by Ratliff (Relating to the purchase by certain local governments of an item from a
local vendor.), As Engrossed

No fiscal implication to the State is anticipated.

The bill would authorize alocal government that islocated in a county with a population of 50,000 or
less to purchase items from alocal vendor without going through the competitive bidding process if
the vendor's price is equal to or less than the price at which the local government could purchase the
item under certain government purchasing programs of this state. The bill would take effect September
1, 2003.

If alocal government is able to purchase items locally at the same or lower price as otherwise likely,
there would be a savings in administrative costs associated with the bid process, in addition to
obtaining alow cost for the purchase.

L ocal Government Impact

No significant fiscal implication to units of local government is anticipated.
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
