WHEREAS, Known as a motivated man with big dreams, Sergeant Mondragon loved serving in the military and hoped to later work in the U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement agency or in a related field; and
WHEREAS, Our state and nation are fortunate to have men and women whose love for their country inspires them to take up military service, yet the tragic death of this brave young man is a sobering reminder of the cost of war; Sergeant Enrique Mondragon embodied the highest ideals of the U.S. armed forces, and those who knew and loved him will forever carry him close in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of U.S. Army Sergeant Enrique Mondragon and extend sincere sympathy to the members of his family: to his wife, Katie Mondragon; to his daughter, Beverly Mondragon; to his parents, Sergio and Barbara Martin-del Campo; to his sister, Diphna Charo; to his brothers, Sergio Martin-del Campo, Jr., and Alexis Martin-del Campo; and to his other relatives and many friends; and, be it further
