managers for a school district.), As Passed 2nd House

No fiscal implication to the State is anticipated.

The bill would authorize the Commissioner of Education, before the second anniversary of the
date the board of managers of a district was appointed, to extend the authority of a board of
managers for up to two additional years if the commissioner, after receiving local
feedback, determines a district is making insufficient progress towards improving academic or
financial perfomance.

Local Government Impact

School districts could face additional costs for the board of managers if the commissioner decides
to extend the board's authority.
