WHEREAS, A 24‑year veteran of the department, F.A.O. Robert Jacinto joined the SAFD after completing high school; since 1976 he has been a fixture at Fire Station #10, where he has earned the respect and admiration of his fellow firefighters; and


WHEREAS, After reentering a burning South Side building in a courageous attempt to contain the fire, he was separated from his crew as they struggled to locate the seat of the fire; despite zero visibility and the low level of air in his breathing apparatus, F.A.O. Jacinto continued his search until he was forced to escape through a back window after suffering severe burns and inhaling dangerous fumes; and


WHEREAS, Since this terrible accident, the spirit of love and compassion that exists among San Antonio's family of firefighters has been in constant evidence; while this brave gentleman's family has stood vigil over him, hundreds of dedicated members of the fire department have crowded the halls and waiting rooms of Brooke Army Medical Center in an emotional display of camaraderie and concern; and 


WHEREAS, Robert Jacinto has demonstrated outstanding skill and valor as a firefighter, and his exceptional dedication truly merits our highest acclaim and recognition; our hearts go out to his loving wife, Isabel, to the couple's two sons, Robert, Jr., and Christopher, to his sister, Diana Jacinto, to his brother, Lieutenant Richard Jacinto, and to his parents, Feliciano and Sally Jacinto, during this difficult time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 75th Texas Legislature hereby commend F.A.O. Robert Jacinto for his heroic efforts in the line of duty and offer prayers and best wishes to him for a successful and speedy recovery; and, be it further
