Senator Watson moved that HB 637 do not pass but that CSHB 637 be reported back to the
Senate with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record
vote of 9 ayes, 2 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

The chair laid out as a matter of pending business HB 808.

Senator West moved adoption of the committee substitute; without objection, it was so ordered.
Senator West moved that HB 808 do not pass but that CSHB 808 be reported back to the Senate
with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of

8 ayes, 3 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

The chair laid out as a matter of pending business HB 1387.
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Senator Hughes moved that HB 1387 be reported favorably to the Senate with the
recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 7 ayes,
4 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

The chair laid out as a matter of pending business HB 2195.

Senator Watson moved that HB 2195 be reported favorably to the Senate with the
recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 11 ayes,
0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

The chair laid out as a matter of pending business HB 2526.

Senator Fallon moved that HB 2526 be reported favorably to the Senate with the
recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 11 ayes,

0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

Senator Bettencourt moved that the bill be recommended for placement on the Local &
Uncontested Calendar; without objection, it was so ordered.
