Texas fund.
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HB 2207 Landgraf | et al.

Relating to the allocation of certain constitutional transfers of money to
the economic stabilization fund, the state highway fund, the oil and gas
regulation and cleanup account, the Texas emissions reduction plan fund,
the property tax relief fund, and the Texas severance tax revenue and oil
and natural gas (Texas STRONG) defense fund and to the permissible uses of
money deposited to the Texas severance tax revenue and oil and natural gas
(Texas STRONG) defense fund.

HB 2230 Canales

Relating to the determination of the sufficient balance of the economic
stabilization fund for the purpose of allocating certain constitutional
transfers of money to that fund and the state highway fund.

HB 3345 Bonnen

Relating to the amount of the fee imposed on certain sexually oriented
businesses that is allocated to the sexual assault program fund and the
allocation of certain other revenue to that fund; authorizing an increase
in the amount of a fee.

HB 3461 Bonnen

Relating to the creation and re-creation of funds and accounts, the
dedication and rededication of revenue and allocation of accrued interest
on dedicated revenue, and the exemption of unappropriated money from use
for general governmental purposes.

HB 4041 Bonnen

Relating to directing payment, after approval, of certain miscellaneous
claims and judgments against the state out of funds designated by this
Act; making appropriations.
